Nor 

shall they be responsible for entries submitted in the wrong class or incorrectly labelled. 

Upon entry, the entries become the property of Weethalle Show Society. After judg-

ing the entries will be available for collection by the entrant on closure of the pavilion. 

Bottles and lids should be free of labels and unmarked 

All exhibitors shall be deemed to have read and accepted these Conditions of Entry. 
Any infringement of these rules and conditions may render the entrant subject to 

disqualification from this competition 
 

Judging 

Judges will be or suitably qualified persons appointed by the Weethalle Show 

Society. No person shall judge any class wherein a member of his/her household has an 

entry. 
Judges and officiating stewards shall be the only persons present during the judg-

ing. The Judges decisions are final and no discussion or correspondence will be entered 

into. 
Beer, white wine and soft entries will be chilled by the Weethalle show Society 

prior to judging. Red Wine will be judged at room temperature (unless otherwise stipu-

lated on the entry form/label) 
All judging will be by the blind taste method and conducted under the Steward's 

supervision. 
Entries will be judged on presentation as well as contents. All beers should pre-

sent a reasonable lasting head. Kit based beers are allowed. 
All entries will be judged and comments will be displayed for competitors. 

 

Bottles and Sealing 

Entries shall be entered in appropriate sized bottles for Beer, Wine and Miscella-

neous (soft). Bottles are to be clean and free from major flaws. A minimum of 325ml is 

required for each entry. 
Each beer entry shall be sealed with a clean appropriate seal. Twist top bottles are 

allowed 
Each Miscellaneous (soft) entry shall be sealed with a clean cap or appropriate 

seal. (Note a cap with an airtight seal is recommended to preserve the quality of the en-

try.) 
The airspace in the bottle should measure 4.5 to 5.5 cm (1.75 to 2.5 in) from the 

top of the bottle. 
 

Entry Form and Labelling 

Each bottle is to entered with the appropriate label showing class number, de-

scription and entry number 
The bottle label shall be secured to the lower part of the bottle with a rubber band 
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FRUIT AND VEGETABLES 

Do not allow them to over mature in aiming for size 
Density and richness of colour are the main judging points, followed by size. 
Most vegetables are picked on the day of judging to ensure a crisp fresh look and 

touch. Some vegetables can be picked and stored eg pumpkins 
Collections of one fruit or vegetable should be even in size and shape. 
Heads - lettuce and cabbage - must be dense and firm hearted. Cauliflowers 

should be white with no spread in the florets 
Root vegetables must be crisp and bright with no wood in the centre. Peas must be 

very young and crisp - a bright green and have denseness of colour. 
Rhubarb must be crisp with no sponginess or porosity in the stalks. 
Citrus fruit are judged after being cut. Juiciness and skin depth are important. Lar-

ger fruits have thick skin and are often dry. 
Externally citrus should be smooth skinned, blemish free, even sized, perfectly 

round and bright coloured. 
The secret to citrus is often water. 

 

FARM PRODUCE 

Eggs -  

shape, evenness of samples and size and colour are judging points. Weight is also 

sometimes considered. 
Yolk size, colour and freshness is judged by cracking open the egg. 

 

Grain and Crop Samples 

Produce should be as grown - do not remove the leaves, heads roots, foreign seeds 

or weeds. 
Grain sample should be presented as harvested. A certain amount of contamina-

tion and imperfection is expected. 
Growing crop samples - yield potential is the main criteria. 
Pasture samples are judged on composition, pureness to type and yield as  far as 

dry matter goes. 
Entry should be even size and quality 
Freedom from disease is vital 
Presentation is important - neat bundles or sheaves, grain samples in containers to 

suit the sample size 
 

FLOWERS 

Collection of cut flowers should not include flowering shrubs 
Section 2 ï Collection of Native Flowers/shrubs ï all native 
Flower blooms must be óoutô to count in a collection not just in bud.

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General Tips 

Most cooking should be done the day before the Show to give them their best 

chance. Start early in the morning and cook until it is all done or you collapse, whichever 

comes first. 

Some can be done earlier to save time. Lamington cake is better cooked a day ahead 

of icing; date and nut loaf or roll, boiled fruit cakes, slices and biscuits can be done two 

days early. 

Orange cake flavour is very important, it is worthwhile tasting the orange before 

using for cooking. 

Scones must be cooked just touching on trays. 

Make sure collections of biscuits and slices is of distinct varieties and mixes eg a 

collection of 4 - Anzac, Melting Moments, Macaroon , Shortbread 
To get an even flat top on fruit cakes - rub a wet hand over the top of the mix before 

cooking. 
 

 

KNITTING AND CROCHET: 

Evenness of stitching and tension through out the garment/article is the main judging 

criteria. Top knitters will not leave any sign of needle marks where they leave off. 

Choosing the right needle size for your wool ply is very important in getting the tension 

right. 

The inside of the garment must be as neatly finished as the outside. There should be 

no loose threads. NO knots and the seams must be neatly finished in the same yarn as the 

garment/article and not bulky. 

ALL garments/articles should be worked in one fibre - eg woollen items all finishing 

off (seams, buttons etc) must be in woollen yarn, cotton crochet items must be finished 

with crochet cotton. 

More difficult patterns do not necessarily win more prizes. With a simple all over 

stitch it can be more difficult to obtain a perfect look and this may be looked upon more 

favourably by judges. 

Fine crochet must lie flat with no puckering or buckling - it must have an even ten-

sion throughout with no 'leggy' or loose stitches. 
Doyleys must be mounted on cardboard. 

 

NEEDLEWORK 

Machine work must be straight and parallel and finished neatly. Seam finish is very 

important as are hems - all must be exactly straight and the seams must intersect in ex-

actly the same spot. 

Exhibits must not be washed 
Attach exhibit entry tickets with safety pins. 
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HANDY HINTS 

Entries which have previously won a prize at the Weethalle Show are not eligible to 

compete. 

Always read all instructions at the beginning of each section. Take note of all sizes 

and numbers stipulated. 

 

The following are HINTS only. 

COOKERY 

Overall Appearance - it must look delicious and this includes : - 

The size of the mix must match the tin size eg a minimum of 5cm for butter cakes 

Wire rack marks detract from the cake's appearance. 

Ensure the cake cooks flat on the top by concaving the centre before cooking  ( have 

the outside of the cake higher than the centre which rises more during cooking) 

Greasing/lining/flouring of the cake is crucial to the look of the cake, which must be 

exhibited as it comes out of the tin. 

If iced ( do not ice unless it is specified in the schedule) make the icing a neat even 

thickness with no drips down the sides. 
Small cakes, biscuits and slices should be dainty. Do not make them too large 

especially lamingtons (4cm cubes are the ideal size) Slices (3cm x 5 cm) 
 

The Cut Cake 

Texture - Should be fine, even and consistent through out with no air bubbles. Cook-

ing time is crucial to gain the best look when cut 

Cakes with fruit and nuts won't cut easily if the pieces are too large - cut dates etc 

small and evenly 

Fruit cakes won't look even throughout if the fruit sinks to the bottom during the 

long cooking time. Fruit must be totally dry when added to the mixture even if has been 

soaked. Dry and coat with flour (NB use flour from the recipe not extra) 
Colour intensity must be matched in marble and rainbow cakes. If the chocolate is dark, 

the pink should be dark - if you use a pale delicate pink, then the chocolate should also 

be light. 
 

Smell and Taste 

Taste is the most important. 

The cakes must have a good flavour, true to type  - a banana cake can look good but 

if insufficient, tasteless bananas are used the taste will suffer. Smell goes hand in hand 

with taste and may even be the decider if two entries are very even in other aspects. 

Sponginess is very important with sponges. They must retain their shape when 

pressed, squashed, squeezed, wrung, bounced or whatever. 
Sandwich sponges with jam - not too thickly, NEVER with cream 
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Show Hunter:  Horses may only compete in 

Show Hack or Show Hunter classes, NOT 

Both. 

Entires:  All Stallions and colts over 2 yrs 

MUST be shown bitted and MUST be  

handled or ridden by a person over 18 yrs of 

age.
